Pass Through Holes are punched into the frame structure to enable the 
passage of communication cables. Up to 60 Category 5 communication 
cables can be accommodated in each hole.

All panels include one fixed horizontal rail 36" above the floor. Additional 
rails are located at 21", 30" and 51" heights depending on the panel type 
selected allowing maximum planning flexibility.
